Members and Parents,

It is a very exciting time for the Geneseo High School Music Department.  On April 12, 2014, our Honors Band, Concert Band and 9-12 Grade Choirs will depart on 4, 55 passenger luxury coaches for Nashville, TN.  We will visit Vanderbilt University, Belmont University, Tennessee State University and Fisk University, performing at two of them.  We will also give two community service performances.  We’ll also visit the Country Music Hall of Fame, the Grand Ole Opry, the Shermerhorn Symphony Center, and the General Jackson Showboat.  This trip will take place during spring break, therefore, students will not be missing any school days.  

The information in this letter is intended for planning purposes and is still in the tentative stages with regard to details of the schedule and price.  Any changes in the pricing of the trip would be a result of standard price structure changes occurring January 1 on the part of the vendors.  

Tentative itinerary:

SATURDAY, APRIL 12 – 6:00 AM depart for Nashville, hear the President’s Concert at Belmont University.

SUNDAY, APRIL 13 – tour Ryman Auditorium, take a cruise on the General Jackson Showboat, tour the Tennessee State Museum, tour Shermerhorn Symphony Center, evening at the Nitelife Dinner Theater.

MONDAY, APRIL 14 – masterclasses at Vanderbilt University, visit RCA’s Studio B where Elvis recorded 262 songs!  Tour the Country Music Hall of Fame, “Stories Behind the Music” session with Nashville recording artist James Dean Hicks.  Dinner and Line Dancing.  

TUESDAY, APRIL 15 – visit Nashville’s art museum, the Parthenon, band master classes at Tennessee State University, choir master classes at Fisk University, performance at Bordeaux Long Term Care Facility, tour the Grand Ole Opry, dinner at their Backstage Grill, then the Grand Ole Opry performance.
WEDNESDAY, APRIL 16 – Perform at the Murfreesboro Veterans Recovery Center, then depart for home.  Arrival in Geneseo approximately 11:00PM.
The price per student is going to be approximately $700.  This amount will cover the following:

· Deluxe 55-passenger motor coaches

· 4 nights hotel accommodations

· private nighttime security guards at the hotel

· all performances and clinics

· admission to all venues on the itinerary

· 9 meals while in Florida – 4 hot buffet breakfast, 1 lunch, 4 dinners

We will take parents as chaperones on this trip to provide a comfortable amount of adult supervision, guidance and safety.  We will have 1 adult for every 10 students on the trip.  We will also try to include an accompanying nurse.

The payments will be due on the 15th of each month beginning with September 15th.  There will be 7 payments ($100), the last due on March 15th.  It is our desire to have every student participate in this trip, however it is not required.  If you have special circumstances or requests, please bring them to the attention of your director early. Because of financial commitments to the tour company, no refunds can be made after December 1st.
