4. In general, avoid answers the contain absolutes like “always” or “never”.

5. Skip difficult questions and come back to them later.

6. Each correct answer is worth 1 point. Wrong answers ARE NOT penalized 

Free Response Question Test Tips

1. Do what the prompt asks: Identify, Explain, Define, Describe, etc…

2. Label answers according to the question outline provided, a), b), c), ….

3. Use lists and/or bullet points where appropriate.

4. If the question asks for 2 examples, feel free to provide 3 or 4 to insure accuracy.

5. Know the background and Constitutional significance of these 5 court cases:

Brown v. Board, Roe v. Wade, Marbury v. Madison, McCulloch v. Md., Gitlow v. NY (14th amendment/incorporation)
This exam is simply a way for you to show others how your mind works.  It’s all about attitude.  If you are up for a challenge, GO FOR IT!  It will take some time and effort on your part.  This is not an easy test, but it is a test that GHS students(who have prepared) have had success on.  It’s your turn! You’re going to prepare the best way you know how.
